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The Shawnee Tribal will be offering school supplies on August 2, 3, and 4, 2011, from 4 - 7 pm at
the Shawnee Tribal office. Tribal children living within 100 miles of Miami, Oklahoma and attend-
ing Pre-K through 8th grade are eligible to receive supplies. Backpacks are stuffed with funda-
mentals like paper, pencils, glue, crayons and items required by schools in the area along with a
new book courtesy of Scholastic Book Club. To pick up school supplies please bring each child’s
enroliment card at time of pick up. Tribal staff will mail reminder postcards to Tribal households
within the service area in July. Please make sure that any family members who are moving this
summer remember to change their address with the Tribe’s Enroliment and Genealogy Depart-
ment.

The Tribe’s Environmental
and Natural Resources De-
partment if funded by a Gen-
eral Assistance Program
(GAP) grant provided each
year by the Environmental
Protection Agency.

Another project planned for
fiscal year 2011 is an educa-
tion project in the form of a
downloadable activity that
will be placed on the tribal
website. The project will fo-
cus on solar energy and al-
ternative uses to change the
world of energy. We hope to
stimulate an interest in solar

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Echos of the Fast

Oklahoma had only become
a state a few years before a
talented group of young
women would garner interna-
tional acclaim for the state.
At a time when the state im-
age during the Great Depres-
sion of the 1930’s and the
Dust Bowl depicted destitute
“Okies” leaving drifting dirt
farms for California, five artist
of ballet were countering that
image on a world wide stage.
More recognized as a state
with multiple Indian tribes,
cowboys, western swing mu-
sic or more recently criminals
of the 30’s, these Indian bal-
lerinas caused outsiders to
view Oklahoma in a different
light. Their names were
Rosella Hightower, Elizabeth
and Marjorie Tallchief,
Moscelyn Larkin and Yvonne
Chouteau.

These Indian princesses of
ballet, honored state-wide in
a 1997 ceremony for their
achievements, were all born
in the 1920’s and as teenag-
ers of the “30’s” their road to
acclaim was made more diffi-
cult by the depression years.
In addition, they were born
and raised during a time
when the federal govern-
ment, constantly pursuing
assimilation of Indians into
the white culture, banned tra-
ditional tribal rituals including
dance. In keeping with their
teachings, at the conclusion
of their professional careers,
two of the ballerinas re-

turned to Oklahoma and as-
sumed those responsibilities.

Moscelyn Larkin was born on
January 14, 1925 in Miami.
The only child of Eva Mat-
lagova and Ruben Larkin, of
Shawnee and Peoria de-
scent. Prior to their mar-
riage, Eva had migrated from
Russia and danced in the
ballet. Moscelyn’s mother
coached her until her early
teens then she moved to
New York for more intensive
training. At age 15, she
joined the Original Ballet
Russe, first as a soloist and
then as a ballerina toured the
western hemisphere. During
her tour she met her future
husband, Roman Jasinski.
Following their marriage, the
couple continued to tour dur-
ing World War Il, then re-
turned to New York where
she appeared frequently as
the prima ballerina on the
Radio City Music Hall. In
1954 the Jasinski’'s moved to
Tulsa and formed the Tulsa
Ballet Theater. Moscelyn
was inducted into the Okla-
homa Hall of Fame in 1978.

Her counterpart, Yvonne
Chouteau, a great, great,
great granddaughter of Jean
Pierre Chouteau, the “father
of Oklahoma”, was born in
Fort Worth, Texas on March
7,1929. She was the only
child of Col. C.E. and Lucy
Chouteau who, shortly after
her birth, moved to Vinita,
Oklahoma. She was also of

Shawnee descent. Her in-
spiration to dance came at
age four, after seeing pro-
fessional ballet in Oklahoma
City. Her parents arranged
study at the School of Ameri-
can Ballet and at the age of
fourteen she became the
youngest dancer ever ac-
cepted with the Ballet Russe
de Monte Carlo. She contin-
ued her career with them for
the next fourteen years. In
1956 Yvonne married Migual
Terekhov, a principal dancer
with Ballet Russe and in
1960 the couple moved to
Oklahoma to become artists
in residence at the University
of Oklahoma. In 1963 they
organized the Oklahoma City
Civic Ballet. Among other
awards during her out-
standing career, she was in-
ducted into the Oklahoma
Hall of Fame in 1947 when
she was just eighteen.

During their careers as artist
and teachers, both Larkin
and Chouteau demonstrated
their love for ballet first by
achieving at a level of superi-
ority as teenagers, then in
later years by imparting their
skills to others. In so doing
these two Indian ballerinas
not only set the bar high as
professionals but established
themselves as role models
for future generations of
teenagers to pursue their
dreams.
